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Honzan of the Jodo Shinshu Honganji faction. Goedo, Amidado (national treasure) at Nishi-Hongan-ji
Temple are designed to impress. The common name is called "Nishi-Honganji" although the official name
as Ryukokusan-Hongan-ji. Among the existing Noh stages, it is the oldest stage in Japan. Kitano-butai,
Shirosho-in, Kurosho-in, Hiunkaku(national treasure), were registered as a UNESCO World Heritage Site in
1994. Also, Amitabha's main hall and Tang gate are undergoing renovations until March 2022.

Sminutes’ walk to the south of the Nishi-Honganji bus stop on the 311,312 line
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Kiyomizu-dera Temple was founded in 778, The main hall (national treasure), with its stage-like
architecture, offers a magnificent view of the Kyoto cityscape including cherry blossoms in
springs and the changing leaf color in autumn for the four seasons. Kiyomizu-dera has many
cultural assets in the temple precincts, including the Okuno-in and Amida-do (both important
cultural properties), Kiyomizu-dera was designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site in 1994.
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10minutes' walk to the northeast of the Gojozaka bus stop on the 311,312 line
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The Fushimi Sake District is a traditional sake brewing district in southern Kyoto. The
Gekkeikan Okura Sake Museum is housed in an old sake brewery and presents the
history of Gekkeikan and sake production in Fushimi in an easy-to-understand

manner.
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5minutes' walk to the east of the Chushojima bus stop on the 6A line
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Also known as “O-inari-san”, Inari shrines are the most familiar shrines to Japanese
people. Fushimi Inari Taisha Shrine is the head shrine with which all the others are affil-
iated. In the 1300 years since its establishment in 711AD, people have gathered here to
pray for bountiful harvests, business prosperity, the safety of their home and family
and the fulfillment of all kinds of other wishes.
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7minutes' walk to the east of the Inari taisha-mae bus stop on the 6A line
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Jonangu Shrine, was built south of the newly established capital, Heian-kyo, in 794 to
protect the capital and ensure the nation’s peace. It is also the stage of the Tale of the

Heike. The Rakusuien garden is considered as a great place to view different natural
beauties throughout the changing of seasons.
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Sminutes’ walk to the west of the Jonangu-higashiguchi bus stop on the 6A line
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Kyoto Aquarium
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Daigo-ji Temple was founded in 874, the national treasure five-story pagoda was built
in 951 and is the oldest wooden building in Kyoto. Also, The Daigo-ji Temple is famous

for the vast precincts and cherry blossom viewing held by Toyotomi Hideyoshi in 1598
and quietly tells the story of over 1,100 years.
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3minutes' walk to the northeast of the Daigo-ji bus stop on the 301 line
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53 actual cars from SL to Shinkansen gather in Umekoji, Kyoto! It is one of the largest
railway museums in Japan where you can learn about railway history, safety, and tech-
nology while experiencing surprises and excitement. It is a "driving simulator" that you
can experience like a real driver on a train towed by a real steam locomotive.By "seeing,
touching, and experiencing," everyone from adults to children can enjoy themselves.

"Seals" that display about 20 giant salamanders. Dolphin performances are held at the Dolphin

Stadium, which overlooks the city and nature of Kyoto, which changes its expression from season
to season. A new exhibition area "Jellyfish Wonder" will be opened on Thursday, July 16, 2020.
